Food Demand Levels Never Higher

After 16+ years of uninterrupted service, food demand is
setting unprecedented records on Kauai. In 2008, we responded
to about 58,000 requests for food. By 2010, requests topped
116,000; and if trends continue, we estimate a total of over
150,000 requests for food in 2011.

Backpack Programs:
Eastside and Ni’ihau Charter Schools

(Thanks to a grant from Friends of Hawaii, the \

successful and much needed backpack program will
expand to two Ni’'ihau Charter Schools. Beginning in
August 2011, each week, 50 youth at Ke Kula Ni’ihau
O Kekha Learning Center Public charter School and
Kula Aupuni Ni'ihau A Kahelelani Public Charter School
will receive backpacks filled with nutritious food.

The Eastside program, which is in it's 5th year, is
operated in collaboration with the Boys and Girls Club
in Kapaa. In 2010, the program provided 2,228
backpacks filled with a total of 4,486 nutritious youth
servings.
